Sound can be deceiving. Over time your hearing “comfort level” adapts to a higher volume
of sound. So what sounds “normal” can actually be loud and harmful to your hearing. Guard
against this by setting your equipment at a safe level BEFORE your hearing adapts.

To establish a safe level:

« Start your volume control at a low setting.

+ Slowly increase the sound until you can hear it comfortably and clearly, and without
distortion.

Once you have established a comfortable sound level:

Installing the unit in a rackcase

Mount the CDG-8800 PRO into a console or rack with 19” rack rails. It can be mounted using 4 screws. Make sure
the holes are aligned evenly and screw them in using an alternating “X” rotation to ensure even tension and align-
ment.

NOTE: The player unit and the external controller require 2 RUs of rack-space each. In order mount both, you must
have at least 4 RUs of available rack-space.
